A member of the
Distinguished Service Chapter and the Tau Hall of Fame, his enthusiasm and humor
will be greatly missed. Our condolences to Fred’s Delt sweetheart, Joann, as well as to
his children.

On a happier note, in April we enjoyed celebrating in the front hall of the Shelter at
the installation of a plaque recognizing alumni service. We all enjoyed getting to know
the many parents who were present for Parents Weekend. The undergraduates had
the house looking great and made all brothers and guests feel very welcome.

We completed the second-floor hallway renovation, including new wainscoting,
the ceiling, base and door trim, and carpet. In addition, the first floor ladies room
was entirely renovated with new fixtures, partitions, ceiling and a beautiful tile floor.
Also, brother Ron Krasnansky 90 completed his significant pledge to the capital
campaign by paying for the design and installation of new landscaping in front of the
Shelter. Thanks again, Ron! Lastly, over the summer we replaced the main water line
to the house, a major undertaking that cost $12,000, but finally providing adequate
water pressure for the showers and toilets throughout the house.

Our next improvements will be the third-floor bath and hallway, as well as common
areas in the basement and on the first floor.
